	1.     NAME
	1.1     The name of the Association shall be “THE OFF-ROAD ASSOCIATION” hereinafter referred to as the “Association”.



	2.     DEFINITIONS
	2.1     LROC shall mean the “LAND ROVER OWNERS’ CLUB OF S.A.”

2.2     4 x 4 Club shall mean the “4 x 4 CLUB OF Southern Africa.”

2.3     JC of S.A. shall mean the “JEEP CLUB OF S.A.”

2.4 AAWDC shall mean the “ASSOCIATION OF ALL WHEEL DRIVE CLUBS”



	3.     HEADQUARTERS
	3.1     The headquarters of the Association shall be in Johannesburg.



	4.     LIABILITIES OF THE 

        ASSOCIATION
	4.1 The liabilities of the Association is limited to the amount of its receivable subscriptions and is capable of sueing and being sued in

          its own name.  No member shall by resort of his membership have any claim to the property and rights of the Association.



	5.     OBJECTIVES
	5.1     The Association is formed for the purpose of:

5.1.1      Bringing together the Radio owners of member clubs of the AAWDC

5.1.2      Establishing and maintaining Radio base stations and the proper running thereof.

5.1.3      Holding and arranging functions to encourage members in the proper use of their radios.

5.1.4      Public service i.e. Accidents, Civil Emergency, etc.



	6.     MEMBERSHIP
	6.1     Membership shall be restricted to members of the Clubs affiliated to the AAWDC:

6.1.1     The radio owner must be a fully paid up member in good standing with his club.

6.1.2     He/she must have received written consent from his/her respective club to hold a radio licence.



	7.     APPLICATION FOR 

        MEMBERSHIP
	7.1 An application for membership shall be forwarded to the Association and shall be on a form provided by the Association together

           with the written consent from his respective club.

7.2     The applicant must attend and complete a course on radio procedure.  The duration and type of course to be decided by the 

          Association.

7.3     The committee, without assigning any reason therefore, may accept or reject an application.



	8.     ENTRANCE FEE AND 

        ANNUAL SUBSCRIPTION
	8.1  Entrance fee, annual subscription and Licence fee shall be determined by the Association.  Annual subscription and licence fees 

           become due and payable on the 1st (first) of November and shall on or before that date be paid to the Association Treasurer.  No

           dues are refundable.

8.2  The committee shall have the power to suspend and withdraw the radio licence of any member whose subscription are not paid by

           the 1st (first) of December in any one year.  Suspended members may be re-admitted to the Association at the discretion of the 

           committee on payment of arrears and will have to re-apply for a radio licence.



	9.     MANAGEMENT
	9.1 The management of the Association will be vested in the Radio Officer and one each committee member of the founder clubs, 

          namely LROC, 4x4 club of SA and JC of SA.  Hereinafter referred to as the Association Committee.

9.2 The committee will provide everything that is considered necessary for carrying on the activities in accordance with its Objects, 

          Rules and Regulations.  The committee shall be responsible to AAWDC for the proper administration of the Association.



	10.    FINANCE
	10.1 The financial year of the Association shall run from 1st (first) November to 31st (thirty-first) October in any one year.  The 

           Association shall at all times keep proper set of books of accounts which shall be available to the LROC, the 4 x 4 Club and the JC

           of S.A. treasurers.  After auditing a copy of the audited balance sheet shall be submitted to the LROC, the 4 x 4 Club and the JC of

           S.A.



	11.    BANKING
	11.1  All monies of the Association shall be deposited in any registered commercial bank or Building Society and all cheques must be 

           signed by the Treasurer and any one of the Radio Officers.



	12.    GENERAL MEETINGS AND 

ELECTION OF COMMITTEE


	12.1    There shall be no election of office bearers.  The office bearers shall be as per 9.1 above. 



	13.    RIGHTS AND LIABILITIES  

         OF MEMBERS
	13. 1    Every member of the Association shall, subject to these rules, be entitled to take part in any of the activities of the Association and 

            use all facilities provided for the use of the Association.

13.2 Every member shall furnish the Radio Officers with an address to which all notices shall be sent.  Any change of address must be

           given promptly.  All correspondence shall deemed to have been duly sent when mailed or otherwise forwarded to the address so

           furnished.

13.3    The liability of the member is limited to the amount of his unpaid dues if any.



	14.    ALTERATIONS TO RULES
	14.1    These rules shall not be amended, rescinded or altered, except at a joint sitting of the AAWDC committee.



	15.    DISSOLUTION
	15.1    Association shall be dissolved by mutual agreement of  the committee of the AAWDC.
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
